GOD WILL MAKE A WAY

ISA 43:1 But now thus saith the LORD that created thee, O Jacob, and he

that formed thee, O Israel, Fear not: for I have redeemed thee, I have called

[thee] by thy name; thou [art] mine.

ISA 43:2 When thou passest through the waters, I [will be] with thee; and

through the rivers, they shall not overflow thee: when thou walkest through

the fire, thou shalt not be burned; neither shall the flame kindle upon thee.

When you feel like your back is to the wall and there is no way out, God will

make a way.

When you feel you can’t go another mile, God will make a way.

When you have reached the limits of resources, God will make a way.

He gives us three examples of how he will make a way.

I. HE WILL MAKE A WAY IN THE SEA.

ISA 43:16 Thus saith the LORD, which maketh a way in the sea, and a path

in the mighty waters;

A. The sea could be a barrier to your promise

B. The sea could represent masses of people that stand in your way.

C. How did God divide the sea?

PSA 78:13 He divided the sea, and caused them to pass through; and he

made the waters to stand as an heap.

EXO 14:21 And Moses stretched out his hand over the sea; and the LORD

caused the sea to go [back] by a strong east wind all that night, and made

the sea dry [land], and the waters were divided.

EXO 14:29 But the children of Israel walked upon dry [land] in the midst

of the sea; and the waters [were] a wall unto them on their right hand, and on

their left.

1. Strong east wind

2. Divided the waters

God will make a way by the wind of his Spirit. He will push back the

masses to bring you to your destiny.

He established Abraham among the nations.

He brought Joseph to Egypt and lifted him from among the masses to a place

second only to the king.

He will make a way.

II. HE WILL MAKE A WAY IN THE WILDERNESS.

ISA 43:19 Behold, I will do a new thing; now it shall spring forth; shall ye

not know it? I will even make a way in the wilderness, [and] rivers

in the desert.

We look back when we speak of seas opening and a wilderness way being

made.

A. God made a way in the wilderness for Israel.

There was approximately 2 to 3 million people in the wilderness.

According to the Quartermaster General in the Army it is reported that

Moses would have to have had 1,500 tons of food each day.

That would fill two freight trains each a mile long!

To cook the food with wood would take 4,000 tons of wood for each day.

It would take 11,000,000 gallons of water each day.

It would take a train 1,800 miles long just to bring water.

They had to cross the sea at night.

If they went on a narrow path, double file, the line would be 800 miles long

and require 35 days and night to pass.

There had to be a space at the Red Sea 3 miles wide so that they could pas

5,000 abreast to pass over in one night.

They had another problem. Each time they camped at the end of the day,

A campground 2/3rds the size of the state of Rhode Island was required, or a

total of 750 square miles long. All this space just for nightly camping.

Do you think Moses figured all this out before he left Egypt? I think not.

B. God will make a way in our wilderness today.

MAT 6:25 Therefore I say unto you, Take no thought for your life, what

ye shall eat, or what ye shall drink; nor yet for your body, what ye shall put

on. Is not the life more than meat, and the body than raiment?

MAT 6:26 Behold the fowls of the air: for they sow not, neither do they

reap, nor gather into barns; yet your heavenly Father feedeth them. Are ye

not much better than they?

MAT 6:27 Which of you by taking thought can add one cubit unto his

stature?

MAT 6:28 And why take ye thought for raiment? Consider the lilies of the

field, how they grow; they toil not, neither do they spin:

MAT 6:29 And yet I say unto you, That even Solomon in all his glory was

not arrayed like one of these.

MAT 6:30 Wherefore, if God so clothe the grass of the field, which to day

is, and to morrow is cast into the oven, [shall he] not much more [clothe]

you, O ye of little faith?

MAT 6:31 Therefore take no thought, saying, What shall we eat? or, What

shall we drink? or, Wherewithal shall we be clothed?

MAT 6:32 (For after all these things do the Gentiles seek:) for your

heavenly Father knoweth that ye have need of all these things.

MAT 6:33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness;

and all these things shall be added unto you.

C. He made a way in the wilderness by the cloud by day and fire by

night

The cloud represents the moving of the Holy Spirit.

“As many as are led by the Spirit they are the sons of God”

I have what a son of God should have, only when I follow the

Leading of the Holy Spirit.

EXO 40:36 And when the cloud was taken up from over the tabernacle, the

children of Israel went onward in all their journeys:

EXO 40:37 But if the cloud were not taken up, then they journeyed not till

the day that it was taken up.

EXO 40:38 For the cloud of the LORD [was] upon the tabernacle by day,

and fire was on it by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel,

throughout all their journeys.

The Holy Spirit has come to lead and guide….He will make a way!

III. HE WILL MAKE A WAY IN A TIME OF TESTING OR

TEMPTATION.

1CO 10:13 There hath no temptation taken you but such as is common to

man: but God [is] faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted above

that ye are able; but will with the temptation also make a way to escape, that

ye may be able to bear [it].

Jesus gave us wisdom on how to pray in the time. “lead us not into

temptation but deliver us from evil..”.

When we pray that prayer we will always pass through the trial in God’s

time and with is promised presence.

God’s plan will not be aborted in our life.

Ill. The sought to kill Jesus but could not until his appointed time.

JOH 7:30 Then they sought to take him: but no man laid hands on him,

because his hour was not yet come.

JOH 10:31 Then the Jews took up stones again to stone him.

JOH 10:39 Therefore they sought again to take him: but he escaped out of

their hand,

Ill. Paul the apostle

ACS 9:23 And after that many days were fulfilled, the Jews took counsel

to kill him:

ACS 9:24 But their laying await was known of Saul. And they watched the

gates day and night to kill him.

ACS 9:25 Then the disciples took him by night, and let [him] down by the

wall in a basket.

Then NIV says “when you are tempted, he will also provide a way out so

that you can stand up under it.”

Again we have the help of the Holy Spirit to “show us the way of escape”

JOH 16:13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you

into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever

he shall hear, [that] shall he speak: and he will shew you things

to come.

JOH 16:14 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew

[it] unto you.

JOH 16:15 All things that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he

shall take of mine, and shall shew [it] unto you.
