WHY DID YOU MAKE ME LIKE THIS?

Romans 9 20 But who are you, O man, to talk back to God? “Shall what is

formed say to him who formed it, ‘Why did you make me like this?’” 21

Does not the potter have the right to make out of the same lump of clay

some pottery for noble purposes and some for common use? NIV

It goes without saying that many people do not like the way they are made or

the abilities they have. They feel insecure and many times have a low self

esteem.

You may asks, “How can I accept myself?” Here are some explanations

from the word of God that may help us.

1. We must know that the Lord determines man’s abilities or

disabilities.

Psalms 139 13 For you created my inmost being;

you knit me together in my mother’s womb.

14 I praise you because I am fearfully and wonderfully made;

your works are wonderful,

I know that full well.

15My frame was not hidden from you

when I was made in the secret place.

When I was woven together in the depths of the earth,

16 your eyes saw my unformed body.

All the days ordained for me

were written in your book

before one of them came to be. NIV

a. Abilities

Proverbs 18 16 A man’s gift maketh room for him, and bringeth him before

great men.

We do not get to choose our gift. This is totally in the realm of God’s

sovereignty.

Because God is sovereign like this potter in v 21 he can make us for “noble”

or “common use”.

b. Disabilities

Exodus 4 11 And the LORD said unto him, Who hath made man’s mouth?

or who maketh the dumb, or deaf, or the seeing, or the blind? have not I the

LORD?

We are not all created equal; Only with equal rights.

In Exodus 4 God speaks to us about why we are made the way we are.

We do not appreciate the difference in a person that is disabled at from what

we think is normal.

God lays claim to being the creator. The Father who gives life.

He tells Moses that he one who stutters, the mute, the deaf, and the blind He

made them!

2. We must know that God sees man as special and sacred regardless

of abilities or disabilities.

a. Because man is made in his image.

Gen 1 26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness:

Gen 1 27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created

he him; male and female created he them.

The Hebrew word for image is “tselem” implying form.

God takes this very seriously.

Gen 9 6 Whoso sheddeth man’s blood, by man shall his blood be shed: for

in the image of God made he man

In my opinion this is why cremation, abortion, euthanasia and murder are

wrong.

b. Because man is made in the likeness of God.

Being in God’s likeness means that humans share, though imperfectly and

finitely, in God’s nature, that is, in His communicable attributes (life,

personality, truth, wisdom, love, holiness, justice), and so have the capacity

for spiritual fellowship with Him.

For us to understand more fully this relationship we have with God we must

understand the capacity of creation he has given us.

Gen 5 3 And Adam lived an hundred and thirty years, and begat a son in his

own likeness, after his image; and called his name Seth:

This is how much God loves us. He has honored us with his image and

likeness.

3. We must accept what God has created us to be.

A. Accept what God has made you to be inwardly.

God made your soul and spirit in the womb

Psalms 139 13 For you created my inmost being;

To often we hear, “I hate myself”

“I am no good”

These are expressions of self dislike.

We cannot begin to appreciate who we are outwardly until we deal with

ourselves inwardly. A person that has issues inwardly normally comes from

a loss of identity. They don’t know who they are. We do not get that

identity until we accept God as our Father.

We are who really are inwardly. Character, living godly, and walking in the

Spirit are keys to a person likely themselves.

Knowing who you are in God gives you self confidence.

B. Accept what God has made you outwardly.

v 13….you knit me together in my mother’s womb.

We place so much emphasis on how we look. It doesn’t hurt to look good

but if we don’t that is not how we are to measure ourselves.

Men compare themselves to other men. Women compare themselves to

other men. Beauty does not create bonding. Relationships create bonding.

That is why we may see an attractive male with an unattractive female.

female male

Very few people get paid for how they look. Love is not based on

appearance.

Stop being so negative about your outward features.

A popular show on television is “Extreme Makeovers”. It has to do with

people going to great lengths to have plastic surgeons make adjustments

on their body. The problem is they cannot be happy about their appearance.

We want to be or look like someone else.

Fashion magazines show models thin and attractive. All the men have “six

pack” stomachs in all the TV commercials. We push ourselves to be like the

stars!

Luke 12 25 And which of you by worrying can add one cubit to his stature?

Want to be taller, skinner, our nose is too big, our hips are too big etc.

Why can’t we accept who we are? We are God’s creation.

We must see ourselves as God sees us.

Isaiah 61 3…To give them beauty for ashes,

The oil of joy for mourning,

The garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness;

That they may be called trees of righteousness,

You are not who people say you are, you are who God says you are.

God sees what we cannot see. He doesn’t see a shepherd he sees King

David.

the stature of a Gideon,

he sees a mighty man of valour.

a stuttering Moses

Exodus 4 10….10 Then Moses said to the Lord , “O my Lord, I am not

eloquent, neither before nor since You have spoken to Your servant; but I

am slow of speech and slow of tongue.”

How does God see him? Acts 7 22 And Moses was learned in all the wisdom

of the Egyptians, and was mighty in words and deeds.

God can use our disabilities.

4. What am I supposed to do with what I cannot change?

We are not to become bitter but rather accept, love and be thankful.

Why has he made us thus? We are unique, we are special, we are God’s

creation, we are to love, to accept who we are.

Psalms 139 14 I will praise thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made
